[26] And above the expanse over their heads there was the
likeness of a throne, in appearance like sapphire; and seated
above the likeness of a throne was a likeness with a human
appearance. [27] And upward from what had the
appearance of his waist | saw as it were gleaming metal, like
the appearance of fire enclosed all around.

[6] And | will lay sinews upon
you, and will cause flesh to come upon you, and cover you with skin,
and put breath in you, and you shall live, and you shall know that | am
the LORD.”

[7] So | prophesied as | was commanded. And as | prophesied, there
was a sound, and behold, a rattling, and the bones came together,
bone to its bone. [8] And | looked, and behold, there were sinews on
them, and flesh had come upon them, and skin had covered them. But
there was no breath in them. [9] Then he said to me, “Prophesy to the
breath; prophesy, son of man, and say to the breath, Thus says the Lord
GobD : Come from the four winds, O breath, and breathe on these slain,
that they may live.” [10] So | prophesied as he commanded me, and
the breath came into them, and they lived and stood on their feet, an
exceedingly great army.



[11] Then he said to me, “Son of man, these bones are the
whole house of Israel. Behold, they say, ‘Our bones are dried
up, and our hope is lost; we are indeed cut off.” [12]
Therefore prophesy, and say to them, Thus says the Lord
Gob: Behold, | will open your graves and raise you from your
graves, O my people. And | will bring you into the land of
Israel. [13] And you shall know that | am the LORD, when |
open your graves, and raise you from your graves, O my
people. [14] And | will put my Spirit within you, and you shall
live, and | will place you in your own land. Then you shall
know that | am the LoRrD; | have spoken, and | will do it,
declares the LORD.”

[7] As | went back, | saw on the bank of the river
very many trees on the one side and on the other.
[8] And he said to me, “This water flows toward the
eastern region and goes down into the Arabah, and
enters the sea; when the water flows into the sea,
the water will become fresh.

[1] Then | saw another mighty angel coming down from heaven,
wrapped in a cloud, with a rainbow over his head, and his face was
like the sun, and his legs like pillars of fire. [2] He had a little scroll
open in his hand. And he set his right foot on the sea, and his left
foot on the land, [3] and called out with a loud voice, like a lion
roaring. When he called out, the seven thunders sounded. [4] And
when the seven thunders had sounded, | was about to write, but |
heard a voice from heaven saying, “Seal up what the seven thunders
have said, and do not write it down.” [5] And the angel whom | saw
standing on the sea and on the land raised his right hand to heaven
[6] and swore by him who lives forever and ever, who created
heaven and what is in it, the earth and what is in it, and the sea and
what is in it, that there would be no more delay, [7] but that in the
days of the trumpet call to be sounded by the seventh angel, the
mystery of God would be fulfilled, just as he announced to his
servants the prophets.

[4] But you, Daniel, shut up the words and seal the book, until the
time of the end. Many shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall
increase.” [5] Then |, Daniel, looked, and behold, two others
stood, one on this bank of the stream and one on that bank of
the stream. [6] And someone said to the man clothed in linen,
who was above the waters of the stream, “How long shall it be till
the end of these wonders?” [7] And | heard the man clothed in
linen, who was above the waters of the stream; he raised his right
hand and his left hand toward heaven and swore by him who
lives forever that it would be for a time, times, and half a time,
and that when the shattering of the power of the holy people
comes to an end all these things would be finished. [8] | heard,
but | did not understand. Then | said, “O my lord, what shall be
the outcome of these things?” [9] He said, “Go your way, Daniel,
for the words are shut up and sealed until the time of the end.

[1] After this | looked, and behold, a door standing open in heaven!
And the first voice, which | had heard speaking to me like a
trumpet, said, “Come up here, and | will show you what must take
place after this.” [2] At once | was in the Spirit, and behold, a
throne stood in heaven, with one seated on the throne. [3] And he
who sat there had the appearance of jasper and carnelian, and
around the throne was a rainbow that had the appearance of an
emerald. [4] Around the throne were twenty-four thrones, and
seated on the thrones were twenty-four elders, clothed in white
garments, with golden crowns on their heads. [5] From the throne
came flashes of lightning, and rumblings and peals of thunder, and
before the throne were burning seven torches of fire, which are the
seven spirits of God, [6] and before the throne there was as it were
a sea of glass, like crystal. And around the throne, on each side of
the throne, are four living creatures, full of eyes in front and behind

Revelation 4:1-6



[1] This is now the second letter that | am writing to you, beloved.
In both of them | am stirring up your sincere mind by way of
reminder, [2] that you should remember the predictions of the
holy prophets and the commandment of the Lord and Savior
through your apostles, [3] knowing this first of all, that scoffers
will come in the last days with scoffing, following their own sinful
desires. [4] They will say, “Where is the promise of his coming?
For ever since the fathers fell asleep, all things are continuing as
they were from the beginning of creation.” [5] For they
deliberately overlook this fact, that the heavens existed long ago,
and the earth was formed out of water and through water by the
word of God, [6] and that by means of these the world that then
existed was deluged with water and perished. [7] But by the same
word the heavens and earth that now exist are stored up for fire,
being kept until the day of judgment and destruction of the
ungodly.



[8] But do not overlook this one fact, beloved, that with the Lord
one day is as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day.
[9] The Lord is not slow to fulfill his promise as some count
slowness, but is patient toward you, not wishing that any should
perish, but that all should reach repentance. [10] But the day of
the Lord will come like a thief, and then the heavens will pass
away with a roar, and the heavenly bodies will be burned up and
dissolved, and the earth and the works that are done on it will be
exposed.
[11] Since all these things are thus to be dissolved, what sort of
people ought you to be in lives of holiness and godliness, [12]
waiting for and hastening the coming of the day of God, because
of which the heavens will be set on fire and dissolved, and the
heavenly bodies will melt as they burn! [13] But according to his
promise we are waiting for new heavens and a new earth in
which righteousness dwells.

2 Peter 3:1-13



[18] For Christ also suffered once for sins, the righteous for
the unrighteous, that he might bring us to God, being put
to death in the flesh but made alive in the spirit, [19] in
which he went and proclaimed to the spirits in prison, [20]
because they formerly did not obey, when God’s patience
waited in the days of Noah, while the ark was being
prepared, in which a few, that is, eight persons, were
brought safely through water. [21] Baptism, which
corresponds to this, now saves you, not as a removal of dirt
from the body but as an appeal to God for a good
conscience, through the resurrection of Jesus Christ, [22]
who has gone into heaven and is at the right hand of God,
with angels, authorities, and powers having been subjected
to him.
